GRADES:  Your grade will be figured using a weighted points system. Please check your grade often using PowerSchool. Assignments not handed in on time will be labeled NHI—not handed in—in the grade book and be given a grade of a zero (0) until it is received. After it is graded it will be marked late (L).

FORMATIVE ASSESSMENT: Ongoing assessment that provides information to guide instruction. A formative assessment may include homework, class activities, and other tasks used as part of the learning process (preparation, practice) Formative assessments are 30% of the total grade. 
SUMMATIVE ASSESSMENT (Evaluation): Culminating judgment/decision using assessment information. A summative assessment is typically used to arrive at a conclusion of what a student knows and can do with knowledge and skills. Chapter tests, quizzes, an essential objective exam, and/or other large scale performance assessment are usually summative. This will also include a cumulative semester exam. This type of assessment shows what a student knows and can do. Summative assessments are 70%of the student’s total grade. Students will have one week to retake the test to improve their grade up to a 70%. Students will be required to show a completed study guide to retake any essential objective test.
