a segment of a population whose members hold similar amounts of scarce resources and share values, norms, and an identifiable lifestyle

all the economic resources possessed by an individual or group

competition over scarce resources lies at the heart of ageism
11. What is intergenerational mobility?

Moving up or down from your parents social class
12. What must happen for social stratification to occur?

There must be limited resources and these resources must be allocated unequally among people.
13. What is Anglo-assimilation? Give an example from American history when this occurred.

Give up the old culture and accept total Anglo culture. Example: Germany was not friends with America in the early 1900’s so German immigrants gave up the German culture for “American” culture
14. Describe occupational sex segregation.

Concentration of one sex in a job. Example: most nurses are females
